R: Our first lesson on this Third Sunday after Pentecost is from the 18th 

chapter of Genesis. 
 
The Lord appeared to Abraham near the great trees of Mamre while he was 

sitting at the entrance to his tent in the heat of the day. Abraham looked 

up and saw three men standing nearby. When he saw them, he hurried 

from the entrance of his tent to meet them and bowed low to the ground. 
 
He said, “If I have found favor in your eyes, my lord, do not pass your 

servant by. Let a little water be brought, and then you may all wash your 

feet and rest under this tree. Let me get you something to eat, so you can 

be refreshed and then go on your way—now that you have come to your 

servant.” 
 
 “Very well,” they answered, “do as you say.” 
 
So Abraham hurried into the tent to Sarah. “Quick,” he said, “get three 
seahs of the finest flour and knead it and bake some bread.” 
 
Then he ran to the herd and selected a choice, tender calf and gave it to a 

servant, who hurried to prepare it. He then brought some curds and 

milk and the calf that had been prepared, and set these before them. While 

they ate, he stood near them under a tree. 
 
 “Where is your wife Sarah?” they asked him. 
 
 “There, in the tent,” he said. 
 
Then one of them said, “I will surely return to you about this time next 

year, and Sarah your wife will have a son.” 
 
Now Sarah was listening at the entrance to the tent, which was behind 

him. Abraham and Sarah were already very old, and Sarah was past the age 

of childbearing. So Sarah laughed to herself as she thought, “After I am 
worn out and my lord is old, will I now have this pleasure?” 
 

T   PRAYER  OF  THE  DAY   

FIRST LESSON GENESIS 18:1-15 
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Then the Lord said to Abraham, “Why did Sarah laugh and say, ‘Will I really 
have a child, now that I am old?’ Is anything too hard for the Lord? I will 

return to you at the appointed time next year, and Sarah will have a son.” 
 
Sarah was afraid, so she lied and said, “I did not laugh.” 
 
But he said, “Yes, you did laugh.” 
 
R: This is the Word of the Lord. 

All: Thanks be to God. 
 

R: The Second lesson is from the fifth chapter of Paul’s letter to the 

Galatians. 
 
It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do not let 

yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery. 
 
You, my brothers and sisters, were called to be free. But do not use your 

freedom to indulge the flesh; rather, serve one another humbly in love. For 

the entire law is fulfilled in keeping this one command: “Love your neighbor 
as yourself.” If you bite and devour each other, watch out or you will be 

destroyed by each other. 
 
So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the 

flesh. For the flesh desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what 

is contrary to the flesh. They are in conflict with each other, so that you are 

not to do whatever you want. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not 

under the law. 
 
The acts of the flesh are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity and 

debauchery; idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, 

selfish ambition, dissensions, factions and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and 

the like. I warn you, as I did before, that those who live like this will not 

inherit the kingdom of God. 
 
But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, 

goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Against such things 

there is no law. Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the 

flesh with its passions and desires. Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in 

step with the Spirit.
