TODAY: “The God of Abundance: Inexhaustible” • Scripture Readings: Luke 9:10-17; Deuteronomy 30:15-20; 
Philemon 1-21; Luke 14:25-35 • Can God’s abundance ever be exhausted? Does it ever run out? When the disciples 

could only find five loaves and two fish, Jesus blessed it and fed more than 5,000 people—with twelve baskets left over! 

Nothing is wasted in God’s work. We, too, can feel overwhelmed when needs stretch beyond our ability to meet them. 

Yet that may be the point: Jesus invites us to trust that what is impossible for us is possible with Him. God’s provision, 

His grace, His power are boundless. The question remains: will we rest in His abundance and continue to follow where
