Today: “Seeking the King” • Readings: Matthew 2:1-12; Isaiah 60:1-6; Ephesians 3:1-12 • On Epiphany we celebrate the visit of the Magi, outsiders drawn by God’s light to seek the child born “King of the Jews.” Led by a 
star, they encounter Jesus—the King who reveals God’s kingdom and invites the world into it. Their journey raises 
an Epiphany question for us: Where is God at work around us, and how are we being invited to seek the kingdom 
by joining Jesus in His mission to make Him known?
