TODAY: “Astonishing Grace” • Matthew 9:9-13; Hosea 5:15-6:6; Romans 4:13-25 • The world is quick to label 

people by their failures, their past, and whom they have associated with. But Jesus sees something different. Jesus 

welcomes Matthew—a tax collector—and calls him to be His disciple. In a house full of tax collectors and sinners, Jesus 

saw people He came to save. The astonishing grace of God is that Christ welcomes us before we have our lives together 

and calls us into a new life with Him. His mercy is greater than our sin, His invitation is wider than our expectations, and 

His presence transforms outsiders into members of God’s family.
